placed and approved by the Academic Council meeting held on 27.04.2004 and
University Notification No. EX/VA/LL.B 3 Yrs & 5 Yrs/2004-05, dated: 29.04.2004.

Further, with regard to equivalence subject in PG law course (LL.M) it was
resolved that since the existing LL.M two year course Regulations and Syllabus have
been adopted with effect from 2002-2003 academic year, the failed candidates, if any,
may take up the examination as per the present scheme and syllabus. The LL.M course
existing prior to 2002-03 was discontinued long back and it appears that there are no

3 eligible claimants to appear in the failed subjects under the old scheme.
